* This is a traditional art contest. Entries can be done in oil, acrylic, water media, pastel,
graphite, charcoal, colored pencil, pen & ink, leather, wood, or glass. NO prints, photography,
or digital art. No nudes.

* FRFA reserves the right to refuse any entry deemed not appropriate for any reason.

* All work must be original in both concept & execution by the entering artist.

* Everyone is invited to enter regardless of age or skill level. However, there are no separate
classifications and all entries will be judged using the same criteria.

*All entries must be a minimum of 24 x 36 or 864 sq. in. Maximum size is 48 x 60 or 2880 sq.
in.

* Work must be framed unless done on a gallery wrapped canvas with the sides painted
(sides of canvas are not counted towards total square inches). Work on paper must be
matted, framed and under glass or acetate or sealed with an appropriate sealer. All work
must be wired and ready to hang. NO SAWTOOTH HANGERS.

* All work must be for sale. 10% commission to Gallery for members, 25% non-members.

* All entries must have been created within the past year and never entered in a previous
FRFA competition.

* Artists must read and complete an official entry form (available at the Gallery and online at
finleyrivergallery.com.) Official entry form must accompany all entries.

* Entry fee is $10 per entry for everyone. There is a limit of 2 entries per artist.

* Artists accept all risks when submitting art in competitions and hold the Gallery harmless for
any damage that may occur while the art is on display in the Finley River Gallery.

ADDITIONAL RULES FOR MULTI-SECTION ENTRIES:

*Diptychs (1 picture on 2 sections) and Tryptichs (1 picture on 3 sections) are allowed when:
--The sections have no more than 1 inch spacing between them

--The minimum and maximum square inches still apply to the total combined surface.

* Awards reception: Friday, August 22" 6:30 pm

* Entries will be on display August 22"d — Sept 6t"

* Entries to be picked up Sept. 6t" — 13t during Gallery hours.

* Entries not picked up by Sept. 13t will be considered property of the Gallery.
